
A year ago, we announced the good news that the 
Retirement Department of the North American 

Division (NAD) of Seventh-day Adventists and Pacific 
Press® Publishing Association were partnering to provide 
Renewed & Ready® (Pacific Press’s magazine for the over-
fifty church member) to their retirees, free of charge. 
With that partnership, Retirement would be able to 
provide retirees a quality, denominationally sponsored 
magazine, and insert the information previously 
included in Retirement’s monthly newsletter. To offset 
the increased costs, we had two hopes:

1.	 Advertising revenue for Renewed & Ready® would 
increase, benefiting both Retirement and Pacific 
Press®.

2.	 Word of mouth from retirees would result in in-
creased paid subscriptions for the magazine.

Due to the faltering economy, neither happened. 
So, a few weeks ago we had a heart-to-heart 

chat about the future of our partnership. Without the 
increase in revenue we had planned on, Retirement 
wasn’t meeting the budget needed to provide the 
magazine to retirees. And Pacific Press® was experiencing 
losses in publishing and distribution.

Therefore, after careful thought and a thorough ex-
ploration of potential alternatives, Retirement regretfully 
decided not to renew their contract with Pacific Press®, 
effective October 2009. With that decision, Pacific Press 
chose to cease publication of Renewed & Ready® with this 
September issue. 

Some have written, “We get many magazines as it is. 
We just don’t need another paper.” But we believe that 
many of you will indeed miss this quality periodical. This 
article is an effort to thank those who participated in 
making Renewed & Ready® such a delightful magazine.

Ginger Church has been a most remarkable editor. 
Her ability to juggle multiple months of content, to 
enforce deadlines, and to deal with last-minute changes 
and substitutions (with grace and enthusiasm) has been 
inspiring. The quality and mix of the content has been 
outstanding.
